一、主旨：
（一）鼓勵學生自由創作，以增進其用英文思考及寫作的能力。期能成為
      能運用知識、發揮創意且具思考判斷能力的青少年。
二、主辦單位：教務處、英文領域教學研究會。
三、參賽方式：
（一）一、二年級各班學生利用寒假撰寫英語讀劇劇本，自由報名參加。個人或組報名(4-6人一組)皆可。
(二) 請依附件(請參照網路公告)，格式以電腦打字（A4直式橫書、12號Times New Roman，1.5倍行高，標準邊界，詳如附件）。
     第一頁請附上班級姓名座號，並寫出故事大意(100字左右，約3~5行)，中英文不拘,但內文需以英文呈現。電子檔檔名為「103年讀劇劇本甄選題目姓名」:如103年讀劇劇本甄選The truth 張小綺。
(三)內容限制:

   (1) 劇本角色需設定6~8人，含旁白，以英語對話方式呈現，作品需
介於4~6頁，角色的台詞儘量平均分配。
   (2) 劇本內容可自由創作或由現有故事題材改編，請於第一頁註明自由創作或改編，並註明出處。內容需包含完整的故事性，有正向寓意者尤佳，請避免暴力血腥的題材。

(四)本次比賽內容將擇優做為本校參加104學年度英語讀劇市賽的腳本，獲選者內容得由該次指導老師修改。
四、報名及收件時間：4/7(二)前繳交紙本至教務處，並另行繳交紙本和電子檔給鄭伊婷老師 (導三辦公室)及許興仁老師(導一辦公室)。
七、評審：遴聘本校英語科暨相關專長教師擔任評審。評分辦法: 內容60%，英文書寫40%

八、獎勵：
(一)凡繳交符合參賽方式格式的書面資料及電子檔者，一律記嘉獎乙次。
     凡入選為優良作品者記嘉獎兩支。

(二)一、二年級依參賽件數，擇優錄取數名頒給獎狀並依校內比賽辦法
     敘獎，若獲選為104學年度讀劇市賽劇本者，另記小功乙次。
九、參加作品必須為親自創作，不可抄襲他人作品，如經發現，除取消入選資格外，並依校規議處。

(二)題目:The Truth 
(三)角色:8人如下Narrator1&2; Kevin; Student*4; Guard
(四)內容:
Narrator1: It’s a beautiful early morning. Kevin, a junior high school student, arrives at school, early as usual. 

Narrator2: But he is not the first in the campus. The guard is ready at the front door for another new day.

Kevin: Good morning, Guard. 

Guard: Good morning, Kevin. 

Kevin:You are always early to school to guard the campus for us.

Guard:You are also early to school to start your day. Have a nice day.

Kevin: Have a nice day. 

Narrator1: Kevin then walks away. On his way to the classroom, he notices there’s a bike on the ground at the parking lot. 

Narrator2: He looks around. There is nobody else but him. 

Together: Whose bike is it? Why is it lying on the ground? 

Kevin: I don’t know whose bike it is. And I wonder why it is lying on the ground. 

Together: Then it is none of your business. You can just leave and pretend nothing’s happening.

Kevin: But its owner would be sad if he sees his love lying there. Anyway, it is just a little favor and I can do it.

Narrator1:Kevin doesn’t leave. He stays and decides to help. 

Narrator2:He comes near and tries to lift up the bike. At that time, 2 students are passing by.

Student 1: Hey,why is Kevin standing there? He doesn’t have a bike, does he?

Student 2: I have no idea. Hey, it looks like he is touching it. 

Student 1: How can he touch something that doesn’t belong to him? 

Student 2: Let’s go to tell the teacher before it is too late. 

Together: Oh, there’s a mistake here. Kevin does not have any bad intention. He just wants to help. 

Narrator1: The two students leave. They rush to their teacher, Ms. Sue.

Student 1: Ms. Sue, I saw Kevin at the parking lot. 

Student 2: And I saw Kevin touching someone else’s bike. 

Student 1&2: We wonder what he is going to do with the bike. We are afraid he is going to steal it.

Narrator2: When the two students are reporting this to the teacher, another student happens to be near and overhears part of the conversation.

Student 3: What? Kevin? At the parking lot? Touching someone else’s bike? What are they talking about? 

Student 4: What are you doing here? 

Student 3: Shh.. I just heard someone reporting to the teacher. They were talking about Kevin doing something at the parking lot. Something… related to a new bike. 

Student 4: Really? Kevin is not going to steal it, is he?!
